Home Inspection

Septic Inspections
[bookmark: _GoBack]I check the septic tank to see what it is made out of. In the tank I check the water level and the condition of the inlet baffle and outlet baffle. We introduce wastewater in the septic tank to make sure the system is accepting fluid properly. Look at the leaching field to check to make sure the system is draining properly. At the time of the inspection we will advise you whether or not the septic tank needs to be cleaned.
For any system components that are not visible, I preform a location services for your sewer lines, tanks, distribution boxes and many more components in the system that needs to be inspected, repaired or cleaned. This is free of charge for all septic inspections. 
Well Inspections
A flow test to determine system output and a check of the water level before and during pumping, pump motor performance (check amp load, grounding, and line voltage), pressure tank and pressure switch contact, and general water quality (odor, cloudiness, etc.). An inspection of well equipment to assure that it is sanitary and meets local Heath requirements. A test of your water, which is sent to a laboratory for bacteria and anything else of concern in your area that could pose as a health problem.
Radon Testing
A continuous radon monitor is an electronic detection device used for the testing and measurement of radon gas. For accurate radon test readings, it is necessary that the house be closed up (windows and doors) for 12 hours before the inspection and 48 hours during the inspection. Keep windows closed. Doors should not be opened except for normal entrance and exit. Any system which would bring outside air into the house should not be operated. Large volume air exhaust systems should not be operated. Heating and air conditioning may be operated normally. And, it is acceptable practice to operate the clothes dryer, range hood, and bathroom fan during the period of testing.
